II.  MINUTES  

The minutes were accepted as submitted.

III.  PRESIDENT’S REPORT

Ashton distributed informational documents:  1) proposed SBCCD Board Policy on Collegial Consultation, 2) Board Policy on Management Evaluation, 3) Chancellor’s Report to District Assembly, and 4) a written AS President’s report.

IV.  INVITED GUESTS
Jessie Gates, interim director of Admissions & Records, explained the mechanics of a pilot program for implementing computerized “wait lists” as part of registration.  Director Gates, faculty members, V-P Martinez, and Dean Scroggins discussed various topics related to making the system student and program friendly.  It was hoped that the system would improve the college’s ability to schedule classes to best meet student demand.  Salvaggio suggested that the Admissions office produce a training memo clearly explaining the process to faculty members involved in the pilot.

V.  COMMITTEE REPORTS
1. Executive Committee
a. Fall semester meeting calendar – The Executive Committee added a general meeting of the Senate on Dec.12 to the calendar.

b. R2 proposal – Salvaggio reviewed the positive history of identifying problems during the reorganization process and urged Senators to become proactive in involving faculty in A) identifying problems, B) proposing solutions, and C) working toward implementation of solutions.  One idea is to invite faculty to meet with Senators for lunch in the Observatory.  Salvaggio (M), Pfahler (S) to have Senators survey their Divisions and bring identified problems to the Senate within formalized timelines, so that campus-wide issues can be identified and acted upon.  Following discussion, the motion passed with one nay vote.   An ad hoc committee will meet to initiate the process. 

c. Resolution – Hate Speech; read aloud by Salvaggio as a first reading. 
d. The Executive Committee will review the Board Policy on Collegial Consultation. 
2. Educational Policy – The committee is still meeting regarding the registration overlap waiver.

3. Personnel Policy – Adler read aloud a draft resolution on College Academic Positions (as a first reading) and asked the Senate about the possibility of Senators taking responsibility for tracking job changes in their areas.  Watkins felt that Program Review would do that.  Salvaggio and others felt that what the Academic Senate desires to know is in addition to the type of information Program Review would track.  Personnel Policy was asked to review the Board Policy on Management Evaluation.

VI.  BUSINESS

1. Resolution – Speakers Policy.  Ashton has met with the Student Senate, which is reviewing the resolution.  The resolution will be brought back to the Senate for consideration after the students take a position.

2. Resolution – Student Conduct.  Dodds-Schumaker (M), Avila (S) to support the Resolution on Student Conduct.  Following discussion, the resolution passed unanimously.
3. Resolution – Student Progress.  Dodds-Schumaker (M), Salvaggio (S) to support the Resolution on Student Progress.  Following discussion, the resolution passed unanimously.
VII.  Other reports 

1. Ad hoc committee on program review.  Has met.  Will be on the agenda for November 28th.  

2. SBCCD-CTA.    Salvaggio reported that the District is considering the SBCCD-CTA’s proposal – faculty members have received a copy of the proposal by e-mail.
