1. Renovation Request

	I request a woven wire mesh enclosure in room T-109B in the Technical building.  This five feet deep by nine feet tall by twelve feet wide gated enclosure area will be used to securely store the electrical switches, service panels, switch boxes, EMT and Rigid conduit, and the various wire (Romex 14-2, Romex 14-3, and metal-clad cable, CAT 5E, CAT 6, and RG-6 cable), electrical outlets and the many other highly pilferible electrical items.  These items are currently stored in a large wooden cabinet which is too deep to safely recover these stored items.  Equipment theft protection is also a factor.  Drawings of the installed wired mesh enclosure will be available upon request by the committee.


Approximate Cost: $2,000 if our maintenance personnel install it or approximately $2,700 if the contracted company installs it.
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
