NO MORE is a new unifying symbol designed to galvanize greater awareness and action to 

end domestic and sexual assault. Supported by major organizations working to address these 

urgent issues, NO MORE Is gaining support with Americans nationwide, sparking new       

conversations about these problems and moving this cause higher on the public agenda. 

 

The next time you’re in a room with 6 people, think about this: 

 1 in 3 women and 1 in 4 men experience violence from their partners in their lifetimes.  

 1 in 3 teens experience sexual or physical abuse or threats from a boyfriend or girlfriend 

in one year. 

 1 in 5 women are survivors of rape. 

 1 in 2 women and 1 in 5 men have experienced some form of sexual victimization in their 

lives.  

 1 in 4 women and 1 in 6 men were sexually abused before the age of 18. 

 

These are not numbers. They’re mothers, fathers, brothers, sisters, children, co-workers and 

friends. They’re the person you confide in most at work. The guy you play basketball with, the 

people in your book club, your poker buddy, your teenager’s best friend– or your teen,       

herself. The silence and shame must end for good.
