What is prescription drug abuse?

Prescription drug abuse is when someone takes a medication prescribed for someone else,
takes their own prescription in a way not intended by a doctor or dentist, or takes a
medication to get high.

Prescription (RX) drugs are the most commonly abused substances by teens after marijuana, synthetic marijuana
(spice), and alcohol.

Myth It is safer to use prescription drugs to get high rather than using illegal drugs, because
they are prescribed by a doctor or dentist and dispensed by a pharmacist.

Fact Any use of prescription drugs without a doctor’s recommendation can be as dangerous
Most abused prescription drugs fall under three categories:

e Opioids—Painkillers like Vicodin™, OxyContin™, Fentanyl or codeine

e Depressants—(Benzodiazepines) used to relieve anxiety or help someone sleep, like
Valium™ or Xanax™

e Stimulants—Used for treating attention deficit hyperactivity disorder (ADHD), like
Adderall™ or Ritalin™

What are the health effects?

Abusing painkillers can cause severe respiratory depression or death and can be addictive
Abusing depressants can cause sleepiness, impair mental functioning, blurred vision,
nausea and can be addictive

Abusing stimulants can cause irregular heartbeat, paranoia, high body temperatures and
can be addictive

Can you die if you abuse prescription drugs?
Yes, prescription drug abuse causes more than half of the deaths from drug overdose in the
us.
