BE CAUTIOUS WHEN

Always shield your PIN and don’t
accept withdrawal help from
anyone.

LOCK UP PERSONAL
DEVICES

Lock digital devices, valuables and
iravel documents in your hotel
room safe when not in use.
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Restart your physical mail and
check that no critical statements
are missing.
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Review credit card and bank
statements for any fraudulent
charges that may have occured.
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Contact your financial institution
If you notice suspicious activities
or missing financial documents.
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Contact your financial institution
1o deactivate your travel-only
debit card.
