Many years ago (10 +) we had a strong Business Calculations Department served by

several people. Today however, we do not have any such Department. There is NO

Associates of Arts degree or Certification being offered under such discipline. This department consists of ONLY 2 course offerings - both of which are served by an 

Adjunct personnel.    

Assessment:

We basically offer one course in BUSCAL – BUSCAL 050 – of which is part of the WAFC (Western Association of Food Chains) Retail Certificate. This course is one often
 courses that they are required to take in order to receive the certificate. We have a 
strong alliance with Stater Bros. and have been teaching this course each semester
 at their Corporate Training Facility.

Program Goals:

As a result of my findings and the reported data, the following proposal is requested

- The Business Calculations Department is eliminated. The BUSCAL 091 course be

deleted (being that in the last 10 times offered it has made less that 50% of the time

with sub-par enrollment nu,bers). The BUSCAL 050 strong course would then be 

moved to the BUSAD Department and it be called BUSAD 050.

Challenges and Opportunities

With the strong push in the WAFC Retail Certificate, and the local acceptance of this Certificate by Ralphs/Food-4-Less and Stater Bros., we should continue to see a consistent enrollment in our BUSCAL 050 course offering.
Action Plan

Eliminate the BUSCAL Department and shift the BUSCAL 050 course to Business

Administration. We then would eliminate the BUSCAL 091 course - as a result of it 

having NO link to any Associate's Degree and/or Certificate.
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
