	The department currently does not have any budget. The department generated 51.8 FTES in spring 2010 and served 565 students with high efficiency. WSCH/FAC load was 501.  The student success rate was 85%.  In spring 2011, the department is offering a new laboratory course in Water/Wastewater Analysis. The class will be conducted in the existing chemistry/microbiology laboratory, but additional chemicals will be needed. The department needs a budget for chemical, supplies, models, and tools.

	Page number 70 of the EMP states that one of the challenges faced by the department is the lack of money to purchase relevant instructional materials.

	Many students who enter the program are first in their families to come to college. Some students are English learners. Many lack basic skills in English and math. Having access to visual aids, models, videos of systems operation, and field trips is very important for student success.  It is not possible for the department to buy any supplies without a budget.  This is one of the fastest growing vocational programs on the campus, yet it has no funding. With adequate funding the program can grow to its true potential.  This also the only green program on the campus.  Both the state and federal government are putting great emphasis on green technology jobs and so there is an increasing demand from the community to get trained in this field.  These jobs cannot be outsourced outside this country or even to other states. Water is an essential commodity needed for human survival and so it is not an industry that is going to become obsolete.

	The department is planning to apply for Perkin’s funding.  There is one fulltime faculty, and the department generates 3.31 full time faculty load per semester. It is difficult for the single faculty to function in multiple areas.


5. What are the consequences of not funding this budget request?


	Without adequate funding the department will not be able to function at its true potential.  This program could be the star as the campus moves towards a greener curriculum. Recently a new water conservation course was added to the program and this semester the course was well attended and popular.
