	The weigh room (SG 32) offers 20 + sections a year and is being used by the athletic teams and police academy to train. The PE/I activity class is transferable and is AA degree applicable. The knowledge, skill, and training learned in class are important to lifelong health. The diseases related to obesity cost our nation, community, district, and students and staff in dollars and quality of life. Exercise and fitness is proven to decrease morbidity rates.  

Worn out equipment needs to be replaced. The total is approximately $1,500.  Student safety is paramount and old worn equipment must be removed from use.
