1. Renovation Request

	Soccer field renovation. The field is a true multipurpose facility as it is being used for soccer, softball outfield, field sports (disc, shot-put, and hammer), occasionally for football drills and distance running training. (These are PE/I, PE/T, and PE/V classes. As noted in the EMP, the accuracy of the data is questioned with the split of these categories. In general, the retention and success rates have been positive.) The community heavily uses this field each evening and weekend. Physical Education has lost fields to the construction behind Snyder gym where the construction companies have the onsite offices, trailers, equipment, supplies, and parking. This loss has put a tremendous amount of use and stress to the field. Currently, there is more dirt then grass and many holes. The irrigations system is broken underground so dry spots alternate with mud bogs. The VP Administration Office has turned down facility use requests in part because of this uneven surface. Unfortunately, this Fall we had 2 students suffer non-contact injuries that will require knee surgery after stepping in holes. To remedy this situation the irrigation system needs to be dug up and updated or repaired. Second, the field will need dirt, leveling and sod or seed. Finally, the shot put/disc ring will need to be relocated to an area where damage from holes will not continually damage the main field. There is room for this on the South end of the field where construction fences have been removed. This field is long over due on maintenance with its increased stress of constant multiuse.  Renovating this field will help with Title IX equitability. Large expenditures have made on a Football competition field and the baseball field outfield nets.


Approximate Cost: $25,000-30,000

2.  Renovation Request

	SG 2 Gym floor maintenance that includes deep cleaning and 2 topcoat sealants. Snyder gym hosts aerobics, yoga, and basketball classes. It is also used for the Varsity basketball competitions and community events. The gym does not have air conditioning and the yearly change in temperature creates significant contraction and expansion of the wood floor. Combine this with the age of the gym, and the wear and dirt from the multiuse events, a deep cleaning and resurfacing is needed to keep the surface safe for activities. Currently the floor is chipping clear sealant and painted lines. The surface is quickly becoming slick and eventually unsafe. Without this resurfacing, the floor will continue to absorb water and dirt between the planks leading to warped boards and an uneven unsafe surface. This gym is often the first and sometimes only impression to many that visit our campus for events. A clean, safe, functional surface represents the college well. 


Approximate Cost: $6,000
3.   Renovation Request

	Field House equipment room plastic sink.  The equipment specialist does not have a sink to wash hands, equipment, or gear. There is a washer and dryer in the room and an available water source to easily install a sink. With the MRSA virus and sanitary/safety concerns it is important that for the equipment specialist to have a sink with hot water closely available.


Approximate Cost: $400
4. Renovation Request

	Baseball field leveling and irrigation repair. The field is in need of renovation for the irrigation system and uneven playing field. The field has dry and wet spots from the aging irrigation. The field has similar issue to the soccer field, but not as extreme. (The soccer/multiuse field has 5 sports constantly training, where baseball is more of a single use field). A smooth predictable playing surface is important to the safety of fielding balls. If funds are available, renovating the baseball field at the same time of the soccer/multiuse field could lower the cost of renovating them separately. Again, the priority is for the multiuse field. 


Approximate Cost: $17,000
