EVALUATION(S):
A. Methods of evaluation will vary from instructor to mstructor but may include:

1. Oral and written tests
Typical Questions:

a. Describe the steps necessary to create a template for floor using
pattern and scribe technique.

b. Describe how to prepare a floor surface appropriately for material
to be mstalled.

2. Successful completion of field tasks in accordance with classroom
mstruction and field expert’s guidance by mstalling a sample flooring
project.

3. Completion of field log demonstrating understanding of installation
procedures.

B. Frequency of evaluation will vary from instructor to instructor but may include:

1. Weekly test

2. Minimum of ten field tasks

3. Minimum of ten field logs
