	Students will use hand tools to disassemble, inspect and reassemble automotive brake systems.


	Given an automobile, tools, service manuals and lab assignment sheets students will replace disc/drum parts and\or identify brake parts on an exam with a score of 70% or higher.



	This course will provide introductory instruction into the basic repair and servicing of the automotive brake system.
	SLO 4L. Upon completion of this course, students will have the ability to make minor repairs to the hydraulic brake system.


	Students will use simple hand tools to make common repairs to an automotive hydraulic brake system.


	Given an automobile, tools, service manuals and lab assignment sheets students will replace/overhaul parts in the automotive brake system with an accuracy of 70%.
