UPON THE COMPLETION OF COURSE WORK REQUIRED FOR THIS DEGREE, STUDENTS WILL BE ABLE TO:

(A minimum of 5 SLOs for Certificates and 5-10 SLOs for Degrees –The 5 Certificate SLOs should be included in the SLOs for the Degree.)

1. Repair doors, glasses, and leaks
2. Diagnose and repair vehicle damage on full frame and unibody vehicles
3. Execute multiple refinishing techniques
4. Repair urethane plastics
5. Measure and evaluate structural damage

6. Estimate a damage vehicle and make an appraisal

7. Be prepared to transfer a core curriculum to an accredited, four-year college or university with junior class standing
