Explain the process for squaring a part on a vertical milling machine
Students will be given a tramming ring to indicate a milling machine head to table, so part is square within a given tolerance
Students will square the machine to a tolerance of .0005 tolerance
Students will identify the method to tram a mill head perpendicular to the machine table

Students will demonstrate lathe safety procedures and complete a lathe safety exam identifying OSHA safety standards for a lathe operation.

Students will demonstrate the process of indicating a machine head to the table with an accuracy of .0005.
