Demonstrate the ability to manufacture a simple die utilizing various manufacturing concepts in rapid proto-typing technology
Students will demonstrate the ability to utilize a given Data sheet to manufacture a single stamping die
Student will compute a given force to determine die press calculation for a stamping die punch operation
Students will calibrate the clearance for a piece of material  to be stamped in a given stamping process






Read a standard die blueprint determining die requirements for a single stamping process


Demonstrate the ability to compute cutting force for a given brass alloy
Students will evaluate die requirements from a die-stamping guide to determine force and cutting requirements for a stamping die.
Students will utilize a standard die print to manufacture a punch and die to a given print specification.

SLO#1

Students will demonstrate the ability to draw a single punch and die printing out the proto-type utilizing rapid-proto-type technology.

SLO#2

Students will demonstrate the ability to determine the proper clearance for a given piece of alloy material requiring to be stamped with a 25-ton press.
