	Students will be able to compare and contrast the different major art movements of the past to modern and contemporary art movements.
	Students will visit a museum and select one art historical artwork from among those observed at the museum and prepare a three-page paper that describes the artworks historical context, age, style, form, composition, proportion and scale as how it relates to a contemporary work of art.
	Subjective evaluation of student’s three-page paper. Students are graded on their ability to apply course material to the analysis of a work of art, to organize the material in a coherent fashion, cite sources, and write clearly.

	
	Students will analyze the role of inclusionism in contemporary art movements.
	Students will be engaged in a classroom discussion on the topic of inclusionism and the role of the artist in contemporary art movements.
	Objective and subjective examinations (for lectures and text assignments). Typical questions include:

a. What is the responsibility of the contemporary artist to contemporary culture?

b. What mechanisms influence contemporary art practices?

c. Can the contribution of contemporary art change existing positions in art?
