	Through production of program promos, public service announcements, and commercial messages for radio, students will be evaluated on their ability to successfully engineer a one-hour live radio program. Students will be expected to produce one or more prerecorded program promos and public service 

	B. Record an audio segment using 3 different sound sources, including voice, special effects, and live or pre-recorded music
	The student will be able to record, edit, and export a broadcast quality 5-minute recording using a digital audio work station.
	The project will be assessed on quality of the audio recording, number and quality of the audio edits, the quality of the audio mixing, and the quality of the final exported project.
