	The student will correctly describe key events in the history of either radio, television, or film in the 20th century through the present day
	Through essays, short answer, true/false and multiple choice questions, or class presentations, students will demonstrate knowledge of history of radio, television, or film

	B. Apply production principles to the basic operation of the audio console and radio station equipment. 


	The student will be able to engineer a radio program with one live microphone and prerecorded material including music CDs, program promos, and public service announcements. 
	Through production of program promos, public service announcements, and commercial messages for radio, students will be evaluated on their ability to successfully engineer a one-hour live radio program. 

	C. Write a script with an appropriate story line or purpose (e.g., interview script)
	The student will be able to write script for a 10-minute interview, documentary, short film, or newscast.
	The script will be evaluated on correct grammar, spelling, and punctuation as appropriate, story/script continuity, and purpose.

	D. Demonstrate ability to perform on camera or voice over
	The student will be able to perform a short script for audio or video with appropriate diction and on-camera/microphone presence.
	The performance will be evaluated on the student’s ability to articulate, demonstrate appropriate movement for script interpretation and camera angles, including gesturing, body language, vocal projection, and facial expressions.

	E. Demonstrate technical ability.
	The student will demonstrate proficiency in at least one of the following skills: video editing, producing, directing, lighting.
	Technical ability will be evaluated by the student’s ability to perform an assigned task in editing, producing, directing, or lighting within a specified time appropriate to the task.

	F. Demonstrate management skills
	Through participation in the management and operation of the student radio or television stations, the student will demonstrate understanding of duties and responsibilities of a general manager at a broadcast station including scheduling of programs and on-air personalities, evaluation of appropriateness of recordings for air, and production and airing of promotional materials.
	Through essays, short answer, true/false and multiple choice questions, students will demonstrate knowledge of management and operations. Student will demonstrate knowledge and critical thinking through participation in the operation of the student radio and television stations.
