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Personal Finance and Investments

Students will critically examine the importance of good decisions when making financial decisions. Students will understand alternatives and strategies involved in acquiring credit, budgeting, paying taxes, buying real estate, purchasing a car, buying insurance, investing and planning for retirement. Students will analyze investment strategies, describing the different types of long-term and short-term investments. 
(2)
Students will be introduced to the basics of financial planning while exploring personal career strategies. Students will write a brief summary to analyze various financial planning tools, including a new worth statement and a personal budget.
