CIT 091:

Given a range of Internet Protocol version 4 addresses and a diagram of a network that includes scope and topology, the student will apply IP network and subnetwork principles by creating and address plan that efficiently utilizes the assigned range while accommodating the scope and topology requirements of the network illustrated.

Using a standard cable testing instrument, the student will determine if a cable is capable of operating within a specified network environment by interpreting the results produced by the tester.
