Students will demonstrate their ability to solve real world problems employing trigonometric models by applying properties of trigonometric functions and their ability to translate English phrases into mathematical symbols to formulate and solve representative equations.

Students will demonstrate their ability to construct the graphs of trigonometric functions by correctly applying concepts of rigid and non-rigid transformations (i.e., amplitude, phase shift, period, and vertical translations) to the basic graphs of the sine, cosine, tangent, secant, cosecant, and cotangent functions.
