Biology 251

1.  Demonstrate a knowledge of visual physiology by performing a Snellin eye test, astigmatism test, and color blindness test. Students will record and analyze results and compare results to normal values.

2.  Student will correlate renal function with body fluid dynamics by evaluating the effects of indigestion and hypotonic/hypertonic/isotonic solutions on renal out put and blood pressure. Students will infer the relative amount of ADH in the blood in relation to blood osmolality producing a written statement supporting their conclusions from the gathered data.

3.  In order to learn muscle anatomy, students will locate and name the forearm muscles on the cat specimen by dissecting and identifying each muscle. Student will demonstrate knowledge by correctly naming the stated muscles in a practical exam.
