Biology 270

1.  Students will learn to recognize the contributions of past scientists by performing a survey on the history of medicine while researching the contributions of an assigned historical figure and presenting the information to the class in an oral presentation and in a written report for evaluation.
 
2.  Students will be able to develop a logical analysis for diagnosis and therapy when given a patient’s clinical scenario by applying information learned in the medical microbiology section of lecture.  Written reports will be submitted for evaluation.
 
3.  Students will be able to apply methods of control for microbial growth upon completion of laboratory assignments that demonstrate each methods action.  Reports for each method will be submitted for evaluation and an understanding of the principles for each method tested through examination.
