Geology 101 (3 units)

Introduction to Physical Geology    

Lecture: (3units)

1. Students will learn about the dynamics of the interior of the earth and the relationship between Plate Tectonics and the formation of the continents and the Ocean Basins. Students will be able to identify the geologic features that identify plate margins and, given an outline map of the world, be able to name to the major lithospheric plate and to draw reasonably accurate boundaries of the plates.

2. Students will learn about the 3 major rock types that make up the surface of the earth and the geologic processes responsible for the formation of each rock type. 

3. Students will learn to identify major topographic features of the earth’s surface through exposure to diagrams, photographs, aerial photographs, satellite images, and other visual media, and will be able to describe, using appropriate geologic terminology, the relationship between these features and the geologic processes responsible for their formation.
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
