Investigations in Physical Geology    

Laboratory: (1 unit)

1.  Students will be able to develop a sense of scale in dealing with the Earth and the major features of the Earth (continents and ocean basins) by exposure to maps and charts of different scales, different kinds of map projections, and different kinds of map presentations. Students will be able to locate various features on maps, given the appropriate coordinates for the map (latitude and longitude, township and range, or some other system) and will be able to determine distances and directions to other points of interest using the appropriate scale and azimuth.

2. Students will be able to recognize 20-30 of the most common minerals of the Earth using only the easily discernable physical properties of the minerals. It is expected that students will be able to identify at least 70% of the examples presented in a practical laboratory exam.

3. Students will be able to identify rock samples representative of some of the more common varieties of the 3 major rock families. It is expected that students will be able to identify at least 70% of the examples presented in a practical laboratory exam.
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
