Geology 112 (3 units)


Historical Geology    

(3 hours lecture each week)

1. Students will apply the principles of “Uniformitarianism”, “Superposition”, and “Cross Cutting Relationships” to unravel the sequence of events in a variety of geologic scenarios.

2. Students will be able to appreciate the vastness of geologic time and the role played by fossils in the development of the Geologic time scale. Students will be able to list the Eras in order from oldest to youngest and list all of the Geologic Periods in the proper sequence in each of the Eras.

3. Students will be able to describe the movement of the major Lithospheric Plates, and the apparent movement of the Continents, over the past 250 million years.

4. Students will be able to use the Taxonomic system to organize important fossil groups.

5. Students will demonstrate competence in the subject field by completing the course and attaining an overall 60% accuracy in all homework, out of class assignments,  in-class work, quizzes and examinations over the course of the semester.
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
