Geology 122 (3 units)


Environmental Geology    

1. Students will identify geologic problems associated with the uncontrolled urbanization of certain landscapes considered to be desirable by a large percentage of the population. Students will learn that certain geologic events, such as earthquakes, floods and landslides, may be uncommon in a Historical Context but are inevitable in a Geologic context.

2. Students will be able to appreciate the limitations of mineral resources. Students will be able to list Major mineral resources, what countries provide these resources, and what these resources are used for in modern society.

3. Students will be able to identify major energy resources and be able to distinguish between renewable resources and resources subject to depletion. 

4. Students will be able to assess the environmental cost of Mineral and Energy resource extraction and will be able to make a fair judgment regarding environmental cost versus potential benefit to society.

5. Students will learn that high density populations are at greater risk than low density populations and that mineral/energy resources required by low density populations have a smaller impact on the earth’s enviornment.

6. Students will demonstrate competence in the subject field by completing the course and attaining an overall 60% accuracy in all homework, out of class-  assignments,  in-class work, quizzes and examinations over the course of the semester.
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
