Geology 251 (3 units)
 Geology of National Parks and Monuments

 

(3 hours of Lecture per week)

Lecture (3 units)

1. Students will initially review the major geologic processes that have been involved in the formation of those National Parks (or Monuments) in which geologic features are particularly well displayed in the landscape.

2. Students will learn about the major Physiographic Provinces of North America and the National Parks best representing the geologic characteristics that distinguish each Province. 

3. Given a Geologic Map, or a Physiographic Map of North America, Students will be able to identify the boundaries of the major geomorphic regions of North America.  

4. Students will be able to describe the principal geologic features of each of the National Parks studied.

5. Students will be able to summarize the geologic history of each of the National Parks studied, including the geologic ages of the major rock units and outstanding geologic structures.

6. Students will demonstrate competence in the subject field by completing the course and attaining an overall 60% accuracy in all homework, out of class- assignments, in-class work, quizzes and examinations over the course of the semester.
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
