
Oceanography 111 (1 unit) 
Elements of Oceanography Laboratory 

Laboratory: (1 unit)

1. Students will be able to develop a sense of scale in dealing with the earth and the major features of the earth (Continents and Ocean Basins) by exposure to maps and charts of different scales, different kinds of map projections and of different kinds presentations. Students will be able to locate various features on maps given the appropriate coordinates for the map (Latitude and Longitude, Township and Range, or some other system) and will be able to determine distances and directions to other points of interest using the appropriate scale and azimuth.

2. Students will study the physical and chemical characteristics of sea water by direct observation in the laboratory using an array of techniques, including conductivity meters, hygrometers, and thermometers.

3. Students will be able describe wave propagation, refraction, and wave interference through the study of wave tank experiments and computer modeling.

4. Students will be able to identify a variety of marine habitats by recognizing the specific life forms that are present.

5. Students will demonstrate competence in the subject field by completing the course and attaining an overall 70% accuracy in all homework, out of class assignments,  in-class work, quizzes and examinations over the course of the semester.
