CD 105H: Child Growth and Development – Honors
1. Students will demonstrate the ability to find and interpret information relevant to child development by conducting research on a topic from the prenatal period through adolescence, using ten current articles as support, and interpret findings in a clearly written research paper, using APA style, with a reference list also in APA style.

2. Students will demonstrate the ability to critically evaluate the major components of a child development theory by comparing the theory with real-life experiences, writing an autobiography of the major stages of their lives according to one theory in child development, using examples, critical analysis, correct terminology, and examples from text as support.

3. Students will demonstrate the ability to recognize age-appropriate behavior of children by recording factual observations of two children at different ages, in three areas of development, and writing a report clearly comparing actual observations with examples from the text to support findings.
