Students will demonstrate the ability to implement and evaluate curriculum and learning environments to ensure that they promote health, safety and positive development for children by visiting a center and preparing a written assessment of the safety objectives and completing an example of a safety checklist, which will be evaluated for accuracy and thoroughness.

Students will demonstrate an understanding of health related child care communicable diseases by writing a research paper covering a serious illness that can effect children, explaining the illness and various treatments and addressing any commonly believed myths, which will be evaluated for accuracy, clarity and thoroughness.
Students will demonstrate the ability to apply current dietary guidelines and nutrition recommendations for young children by developing a written Child Development facility menu correctly identifying nutrition, portion size and balance.
Students will demonstrate the ability to describe ways that nutrition education contributes to child development by accurately identifying and developing related information in a two-page paper.
