CD 138: Teaching in a Diverse Society 
1. Students will demonstrate the ability to discuss the social and political impact of diversity on educational ideas and practices by conducting research using lecture information, assigned readings, and at least five independent resources from within the last five years and interpret the findings in a clearly written research paper. 

2. Students will demonstrate the ability to evaluate classroom materials and teaching techniques with respect for diverse student populations and diversity in peer relationships by reviewing examples of anti-bias curriculum given as assigned readings and videos and correctly measuring those examples against instruments such as the NAEYC Accreditation Criteria.
3. Students will demonstrate the ability to identify curricula that reflect cultural diversity by developing a curriculum, including a list of materials, using a minimum of five sources from within the past five years, which will be assessed according to NAEYC Accreditation Criteria.
