CD 293: Elementary Laboratory: Introduction to Early Field Experience
1. Students will demonstrate an understanding of pedagogical choices based on analyses of relevant educational issues by preparing policy analysis of the structure of policy communities and the policy process as it applies to Public Education and correctly presenting the analysis in a written report.
2. Students will demonstrate an understanding of curriculum, guidelines, practices, and traditions that govern teaching by preparing a weekly lesson plan for a group of children from ages 4 to 8, which will be assessed for accuracy by a mentor teacher.
3. Students will demonstrate the ability to apply effective communication skills and experiential learning activities in a supervised field experience by completing 150 hours of early care and education work experience in a supervised environment with elementary school-age children, which will be assessed through instructor observation of student performance.
