CD 101: Parent-Child Interaction
1. Students will demonstrate an understanding of behaviors which keep them from being effective parents and teachers by describing the role their parent played and the relationship to their parenting behaviors today in a written, self-reflecting paper.
2. Students will demonstrate the necessary skills to effectively deal with children’s misbehavior and family anger by conducting a variety of activities demonstrating positive parent and child interactions in the home, which will be assessed according to the quality of the parent and child interactions. 

3. Students will demonstrate the ability to examine and evaluate information about children and families from a variety of sources by reading ten articles about children and families from magazines, newspapers, etc. and preparing a written evaluation of each article.
