CD 127 – Guidance of Children

Student Learning Outcomes 

1. Students will analyze discipline practices in their family of origin, by identifying positive and negative aspects of childhood experiences and writing a report clearly evaluating the impact on personal development, and proposing changes for future guidance practices.
2. After reading text chapters about positive guidance methods, students will convey methods of positive guidance to the class, by acting out clearly identifiable scenarios in groups and presenting dramatizations to the class.
3. Students will analyze the impact of negative discipline and punishment, by researching outcomes of punitive methods, and writing a report clearly enumerating and describing outcomes, using at least three sources.
