CD 130: Creative Music and Movement for Children

1. Students will demonstrate their ability to distinguish developmentally appropriate practices for children by designing relevant movement experiences presented as a correctly written an activity lesson plan which will include required props and/or materials; a written introduction and step-by step procedure for the teacher including what to do, what the activity teaches, and how to ensure success; safety warnings; suggestions on variations or extensions of the activity; music needed; and a list of Multiple Intelligences which are associated with this activity.
2. Students will demonstrate their ability to distinguish developmentally appropriate practices and pertinent musical props for children by designing two relevant musical experiences presented as a correctly written activity lesson plan which will include a list of the materials, equipment, tools and supplies needed; a description of how to prepare the materials and the physical set-up before the children participate; a written introduction and step-by step procedure for the teacher; safety warnings; and suggestions on variations or extensions of the activity.
3. Students will demonstrate their knowledge of guiding and facilitating early childhood movement activities by developing relevant experiences for children that are correctly set up and directed for the following areas: (a.) natural instrument,  (b.) artistic junk instrument, (c.) movement without props,  (d.) movement with props, and (e.) movement focusing on Brain Gym® exercises and presented to the class.
4. After being given four thematic areas of concentration, the students will demonstrate an understanding of developmentally appropriate music and movement choices by presenting developmentally appropriate musical experiences, correctly choosing thematically applicable children’s songs that are sung with the correct tune, pitch, rhythm and tempo and that cueing the children is done at suitable intervals.
