CD 133: Creative Science and Math Activities for Children
1. Students will demonstrate the ability to create age appropriate activities for a preschool science and math program by developing goals, materials, introduction procedures, closure and evaluation in clearly written lesson plans and a class presentation of the activities.

2. Students will be able to analyze basic science and math concepts for young children by determining which concepts are developmentally appropriate for children birth through age eight and correctly identifying them on multiple choice exams and clearly explaining their appropriateness in written essay questions.

3. By reviewing given guidelines provided by resources such as the National Academy of Sciences and Principles and Standards for School Mathematics, students will be able to formulate goals and objectives for a preschool science and math program and submit these goals in a clearly written comprehensive report.
