CD 136: Creative Art Experiences for Children

1. Students will demonstrate their ability to distinguish child-directed art from teacher-directed projects by designing three age appropriate art experiences for children presented as a correctly written activity lesson plan which will include a list of the materials, equipment, tools and supplies needed; a description of how to prepare the materials and the physical set-up before the children participate; a written introduction and step-by step procedure for the teacher; safety warnings; and suggestions on variations or extensions of the activity.

2. Students will demonstrate their knowledge of the guidelines for early childhood art activities by developing multi-sensory art experiences for children, presenting them to the class and correctly setting up and guiding children to process with art materials and tools for three of the following seven areas: (a.) Print and paint;  (b.) Mark making;  (c.) Paper; (d.) Collage;  (e.) Clay and play dough; (f.) 3-Dimensional; or  (g.) Puppets and masks.
3. Given children’s art activities to complete, the students will be able to complete the art activity and provide a correct analysis of how the art activity directly supports children’s development for the following areas: (a.) Physical domain;  (b.) Cognitive domain;  (c.) Social domain;  (d.) Emotional domain; and (e.) Creative domain, therefore in other curricular areas.
4. Given the Teele Inventory of Multiple Intelligences to administer to a child (5-8 years old),  the students will be able to conduct and record the results of the inventory, analyze the results, and correctly provide, in written form, applicable learning strategies, which would help this child be a better student depending on his/her two most dominant intelligences.
