CD 210- Infant Growth and Development Laboratory
1. Students will demonstrate a basic knowledge of curriculum activities in an Infant/Toddler setting based on developmental theory and developmentally appropriate practices by preparing a variety of developmental activities demonstrating appropriate practices for infants up to 3 years of age, which will be evaluated by the instructor according to the activities’ goals and objectives using an evaluation checklist.
2. Students will demonstrate an understanding of developmentally appropriate curriculum for preschool age children by preparing daily lesson plans for children ages 3 to 5, which will be evaluated through instructor observation of student performance during the student’s teaching day.
3. Students will demonstrate the ability to apply early care and education strategies in a supervised field experience by completing 150 hours of early care and education work experience in a supervised environment with preschool children, which will be observed by the instructor for student performance.
