CD 244: Children with Special Needs 
1. Students will demonstrate the ability to find and compare local resources for children with special needs and their families by investigating and visiting agencies for children with special needs in San Bernardino County and describing and comparing the advantages and disadvantages of the services they provide to children with special needs in a clearly written report and oral presentation. 
2. Students will demonstrate the ability to correctly identify types of disabilities related to the cognitive, social/emotional, and/or physical development of children with special needs. Given assigned reading from the text, students will match terms and definitions and types of disabilities related to children with special needs and their development and students will correctly identify terms, stages, concepts and legal definitions of children’s disabilities and related special needs from the text on a true/false or multiple-choice exam.

3. Students will demonstrate the ability to investigate one disability in depth and the techniques educators could use to enhance learning for the whole child. By using resources from the text, journal articles, IEP forms and community resources, students will develop a plan for a child with a specific disability and will present their findings in a clearly written report using a teacher-designed format.
