CD 270: The Mentor Teacher/Adult Supervision

1. Students will demonstrate the ability to evaluate components of a high quality early childhood classroom using an objective rating scale by conducting an ECERS-R self assessment on his or her own classroom, correctly scoring the ECERS-R according to the Harms and Clifford rating criteria, identifying classroom environment strengths and weaknesses.

2. Students will demonstrate the ability to take a leadership role in the field of early childhood education by conducting an advocacy project benefiting children using standards from the text and handouts and writing a clearly written report summarizing the advocacy project, and giving a clear oral presentation of the project to the class.
3. Students will demonstrate the ability to apply ethical standards to new situations with regard to mentoring by, after being given hypothetical scenarios of an ethical nature related to mentoring, synthesizing and correctly applying NAEYC ethical code and developing a clearly written action plan to possible ethical scenarios using principles from the NAEYC ethical code.
4. Students will demonstrate the ability to recognize and evaluate stages of adult development, stages of teacher development, adult learning styles and Howard Gardner’s multiple intelligences by identifying them on in-class group assignments and accurately providing evidence of clearly written journal assignments using examples from real life scenarios to apply learned knowledge to new situations.
