1. Students will demonstrate the ability to read, listen, and clearly express themselves verbally, in writing, visually, and quantitatively through an oral presentation, which will be evaluated according to a rubric, peer feedback, and exams.
2. Students will demonstrate the ability to identify the governing regulatory agencies and program types available for children by preparing a child development program utilizing Title 22 regulations, which will be evaluated for accuracy and completeness.
