CD 272: Advances Administration of Early Childhood Programs
1. Students will demonstrate the ability to identify the components of appropriate leadership skills for the administration of an early childhood education program by researching journal and magazine articles and correctly critiquing them according to the components of an appropriate organizational climate and leadership skills.
2. Students will demonstrate the appropriate interpersonal dynamics necessary for effective supervision of personnel and public relations by preparing a two day staff training or orientation and conducting a Supervisory Observation Conference, which will be evaluated according appropriateness of staff training activities, quizzes, and role-play.

3. Students will demonstrate the ability to describe child-based curriculum and support teachers in their developmentally age appropriate curriculum by preparing a type of curriculum used in ECE programs and correctly describing it in an oral presentation.
