Utilizing sample data, the student will test a hypothesis concerning a claimed value for a population parameter (a population mean or a proportion).  With the sample data collected, the student will test a claim about the hypothesized value by computing sample statistics and compare them to the hypothesized values in such a way as to reach a valid conclusion about the initial hypothesis (to state whether or not the sample data lend support to the initial hypothesis).
Given a set of numerical data, students should be able to assess which measure of central tendency (the mean, the median, or the mode) is most appropriate to represent a given measured characteristic of a population.
