STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

Human Services Department

ALCOHOL/DRUG STUDIES CERTIFICATE

This certificate provides students with career preparation at the vocational level in the field of substance abuse intervention and counseling for those preparing for careers in alcohol/drug counseling or other related human or social services fields.  Students must have a basic knowledge of math, reading, and writing.  Students must take all the required general Education Courses in addition to the following Human Services courses.

HMSV 179 – LEGAL/ETHICAL ISSUES IN HUMAN SERVICES

1) Students will identify professional codes of ethics in Human Services related professions, as assessed by exams and written assignments.

2) Students will apply the ethical decision making steps to practical problems, as assessed by exams and written assignments. 

HMSV 181 – ALCOHOL/DRUG STUDIES: INTRODUCTION

1) Students will identify and explain the psychological, sociological, and physical causes and effects of alcohol and drug abuse, as assessed by exams, class

       participation, and written assignments.

2) Students will understand the major prevention and treatment strategies, society’s response to addiction, and counseling issues, as assessed by exams, class participation, role-play, and written assignments.

HMSV 182 – ALCOHOL/DRUG PROGRAM MODALITIES

1) Students will explain the different approaches to treatment and have the ability to assess individual needs for the appropriate intervention, as assessed by exams, team projects, and written assignments.

2) Students will describe and demonstrate a knowledge of case management theory and individual recovery planning, as assessed by exams, team projects, and written assignments.

HMSV 186 – ALCOHOL/DRUGS IN THE FAMILY

1) Students will understand family dynamics associated with alcoholism and drug addiction and the impact of the disease on different family members, as assessed by exams, a book report, an assessment paper and written assignments. 

2) Students will demonstrate an understanding of family-oriented approaches to

      recovery, and the reintegration of the family into the community, as assessed by

      role-play, exams and written assignments. 

HMSV 188 – ALCOHOL/DRUG: MEDICAL ASPECTS

1) Students will understand the role of medical professionals as members of the recovery team, as assessed by exams and written assignments.

2) Students will identify and explain the biological impact of alcoholism and other drug dependencies, and their ramifications as related to the treatment and        recovery process, as assessed by exams and written assignments.

HMSV 190 – DRUGS: USE AND ABUSE

1) Students will describe the major drug groups and identify drug effects and behavior patterns associated with each drug category, as assessed by exams, reports, and written assignments.

2) Students will delineate issues associated with drug usage, politics, legal regulations, and the social systems that attempt to find solutions, as assessed by exams, reports, and written assignments.

Students must take one of theses courses:

HMSV 170 – INTRODUCTION TO HUMAN SERVICES

1) Students will recognize the goals, functions, and organization of contemporary human services, as assessed by exams and written assignments.

2) Students will identify the implications of ethnic, gender, and cultural and religious diversity, as assessed by exams, role–play in small groups, and written assignments.

HMSV 189 – ALCOHOL/DRUG: PREVENTION AND INTERVENTION

1) Students will describe any alcohol/drug related problem and systematically develop a prevention strategy and plan to solve the particular problem, as assessed by exams, class presentations, and written assignments.

2) Students will demonstrate the application of Relapse Prevention Theory in real life

      situations, and knowledge and skill in Formal Intervention techniques, as 

      assessed by exams, class presentations, simulated settings, and written

      assignments.

REQUIRED FIELDWORK COURSES

Prior to the fieldwork courses, students must complete HMSV 181 plus nine other units in Human Services courses required for the certificate with a grade of C or better.

These courses are taken concurrently:

HMSV 183 – ALCOHOL/DRUG COUNSELING I

1) Students will identify and discuss the critical skills and issues involved in becoming a professional counselor, as assessed by exams, term projects, and written assignments.

2) Students will demonstrate screening, intake, orientation, and the assessment processes as related to core counselor functions, as assessed by exams, simulated settings, term projects and written assignments.

HMSV 197A – ALCOHOL/DRUG: INTERN SEMINAR I

1) Students will understand the duties and objectives of counselors in alcohol/drug

     and related fields, as assessed by exams, projects, and written assignments.

2) Students will demonstrate the basic skills needed to be successful counselors, and

        discuss these skills in a class setting, as assessed by exams, roll-play

        in simulated settings, and written assignments.

HMSV 198A – DRUG/ALCOHOL FIELD WORK I

     1)  Student will demonstrate the ability to work in supervised field experience in

           specifically assigned agencies, as assessed by supervisor and employer reports.

3) Student will to improve their work skills in these agencies, and reliability to

           complete 10-15 hours per week, as assessed by employer and supervisor reports.

The following three courses are to be taken concurrently:

HMSV 184 – ALCOHOL/DRUG COUNSELING II

1) Students will demonstrate the ability to identify and apply specific methods and

      skills of communication to the counseling setting, as assessed by exams and

      written assignments.    

2) Students will demonstrate an understanding of problems relevant to specific populations and how to apply recovery principles and relapse prevention to each, as assessed by exams and written assignments.

HMSV  197B – ALCOHOL/DRUG: INTERN SEMINAR II

1) Students will apply on-the-job skills, such as case management and case assessment, as assessed by exams, class participation, and written assignments.

2) Students will demonstrate basic counseling skills, as assessed by exams, role- play, class participation, and written assignments.

HMSV 198B – DRUG/ALCOHOL FIELD WORK

Students will demonstrate the ability to work in supervised field experience in specifically assigned agencies, as assessed by supervisors and employee reports.

Students will improve their work skills in these agencies, and demonstrate reliability in completing 10-15 hours per week, as assessed by employer and supervisor reports.

HMSV 205 – AIDS: PRACTICES, PROCESSES, AND POLICY

1) Students will demonstrate a thorough knowledge of AIDS, including diagnosis, 

      transmission, and prevention. and the society’s response to the disease, as

      assessed by exams and written assignments. 

1) Students will identify the known effective approaches to assist individuals with AIDS as assessed by exams and written assignments.
