Health and Illness in Society
SLO #1: Students will demonstrate knowledge of domestic and global societal trends and forces which influence the organization of the medical institution to be evaluated by a written assessment. 

SLO #2: Students will demonstrate their understanding of the variations in health and illness and experience related to social status and culture evaluated by a written or objective assessment. 

Course Description
This course is a sociological analysis of health and illness in society. An examination of topics include the variations in the experience of physical and mental health and illness, cultural, political, economic and other societal forces and trends that influence the organization of the medical system. Included in this analysis is the impact of social status on the quality of medical care and demography.
