Sociology of Crime and Deviance
SLO #1: Students will demonstrate their understanding of the paradigmatic approach and methods used in sociology to analyze crime and deviance in society evaluated by a written or objective assessment. 

SLO #2: Students will demonstrate their understanding of the social structure and cultural norms related to crime and deviance in contemporary United States evaluated by a written assessment. 

Course Description
This course is a sociological analysis of crime and deviance in society with a focus on types of deviant and criminal behaviors and patterns in the United States. An examination of topics includes sociological theories, definition and measurement of crime, cultural values and norms related to deviance, criminal justice system, and the methods used to control crime and deviance.
